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Infancia e aprendizado

Nascido em 15 de agosto de 1923, no Rio de Janeiro, Altino Pimenta estava
destinado a deixar uma marcar indelével o mundo da musica. Desde cedo, Pimenta
demonstrou um talento natural para a musica, que foi alimentado pelas fortes raizes
musicais de sua familia. Seu pai, um respeitado musico, o apresentou ao piano aos
seis anos de idade e, quando tinha 12 anos, Pimenta ja estava tocando em orquestras
locais.

Seu repertoério de cangdes, em particular, € notavel
por seu lirismo e profundidade emocional, rendendo-lhe o titulo Maestro do Canto

Brasileiro. Como pianista, Pimenta era conhecido por sua técnica virtuosissima e
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expressiva. Estreou inumeras obras de compositores brasileiros e estrangeiros,

incluindo trabalhos de Heitor Villa-Lobos, Camargo Guarnieri e Darius Milhaud.
Ensino e Legado

varias institui¢gdes, incluindo a Escola Nacional de Musica e a Universidade do Rio de
Janeiro. Nessas instituicbes de ensino, Pimenta inspirou e orientou numerosos
estudantes, muitos dos quais se tornaram musicos e compositores proeminentes por
direito proprio.
